Public transport from Bern main station  
Tram 3 (direction Weissenbühl), tram 6 (direction Fischermätteli), tram 7 

(direction Bümpliz) or tram 8 (direction Brünnen) until „Kocherpark“. 

Walking from Bern main station 
(approx. 4 minutes) 

Walk from the station in direction of Bubenbergplatz. Cross 

Bubenbergplatz and turn left into Hirschengraben. After around 150 m 

turn right into Effingerstrasse. Go straight ahead until Belpstrasse. You 

will see Allresto on the right side.  

By car 

From the highway, take exit „Bern Forsthaus“ in direction of city center 

via Murtenstrasse and Laupenstrasse. After approx. 2 km turn right into 

Seilerstrasse, then after 200m turn right into Effingerstrasse and after 

another 100m turn right again into Belpstrasse. Use park car „City 

West“, park in the green zone.  
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
